Re: SUBDIVISION CONSENT APPLICATION

MOUNTAIN RIDGE HOLDINGS LTD

The above application has been considered by the Environment and Planning Manager acting under
delegated authority.

The following decision has been made.

Pursuant to sections 104, 105, 108 and 220 of the Resource Management Act 1991, the Opotiki
District Council grants consent to Mountain Ridge Holdings Ltd for a discretionary activity to
subdivide Lot 1 DP 9788 as depicted on Scheme Plan 58866/P Issue B drawn by Martin
McCaulay Morton Ltd and dated April 2003, subject to the following conditions:
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That the Chief Executive of the Council be authorised to sign the Survey Pian.
That the Right of Way shall be granted.

That all easements shall be granted or reserved.

External boundary fences around the perimeter of Lots 1, 2 and 3 shall be constructed to
a minimum seven wire post and batten standard as per Environment BOP Fact Sheet
SCO03/02 submitted with the appilcation.

Building platforms for Lots 1, 2 and 3 are to be shown on the Land Transfer Plan as are
as “X’, “Y" and “Z” respectively. The building platforms shall comply with the report
prepared by A.J. Robinson, Martin McCaulay Morton Lid and dated February 2003.

The Consent Holder shall in consuitation with Environment BOP and to the satisfaction of
the Environment and Planning Manager, Opotiki District Council, prepare a “Protection
Planting and Revegetation Proposal” that inter alia provides for protection of existing

native vegetation, new protection planting and naturally occurring revegetation.

The Consent Holder shall undertake protection planting in accordance with the “Protection
Planting and Revegetation Proposal’. Pre-planting preparation and the timing of planting



shall be arranged with Environment BOP. The Consent Holder shall arrange for
Environment BOP to inspect the planting on completion and provide written confirmation
of acceptance of it. The Consent Holder may enter into a bond with Opotiki District
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Council to complete the planting if the suitable planting period does not coincide with
release of the section 224 certificate. The value of the bond shall be the estimated cost of
the planting as quoted by a suitably qualified person. Where the bonding option is
exercised the Consent Holder shall complete the planting within 12 months of the date of
the section 224 certificate.
“Protection Planting Areas” on Lots 1, 2 and 3 (defined as either areas of existing native
vegetation to be retained, new areas to be planted or naturally occurring revegetation in
accordance with the Protection Planting and Revegetation Proposal required under
condition 6) shall be identified on the Land Transfer Plan as areas subject to consent
notices.

The Right of Way shali be formed and constructed in accordance with the Opotiki District
Council “Code of Practice ~ Subdivision and Development” Standard Drawing R26 and
R27.

All vehicle crossings shall be formed and sealed in accordance with the Opotiki District
Council “Code of Practice ~ Subdivision and Development” Standard Drawing R28.
A roading contribution of $2,383.00 + GST shall be paid.

A reserves contribution of $2,370.00 + GST shall be paid.

That any areas of fill following earthworks shall be planted with appropriate vegetation to
ensure stability of these areas.

Full engineering drawings and specifications for the construction of the proposed Right of
Way shall be provided to the Opotiki District Council for approval prior to work
commencing.

An inspection and engineering fee of 2% of the estimated costs of the civil works is to be
paid to Council prior to the Section 224 certificate being signed.

The Consent Holder’s representative shall provide engineering certification that the Right
of Way has been constructed to the appropriate standard.
Power shall be supplied to Lots 1, 2, and 3.

The area shown as Papakainga site on Lot 1 shall be identified on the Land Transfer Plan
as an area subject to a consent notice.

A Consent Notice under section 221 of the Resource Management Act shall be registered
on the Certificate of Title for Lot 1 stating that no earthworks or ground disturbance shall
be undertaken in the Consent Notice area on Lot 1 as required by condition 18.

Consent notices under section 221 of the Resource Management Act shall be registered
on the Certificates of Title for Lots 1, 2 and 3 requiring;
